*COMPREHENSIVE PLAN 2030 ADOPTED

On motion of Mrs. Thompson, seconded by Dr. Morris, Council unanimously approved the following resolution adopting the 2030 Comprehensive Plan, as recommended by the South Boston Planning Commission, and with the changes recommended by the Current Issues Committee at their January 25, 2010.  Voting Aye:  Bryant, Morris, Snead, Thompson, and Owens.  Voting Nay: none.  Absent and not voting: Speece.

SOUTH BOSTON COMPREHENSIVE PLAN 2030 ADOPTED

WHEREAS, in 2002 the South Boston Town Council adopted a Comprehensive Plan for the Town of South Boston; and 

WHEREAS, the Code of Virginia requires such plan to be reviewed every five years, and 

WHEREAS, as required by Virginia Code §15.2-2230, the South Boston Planning Commission (hereinafter “Planning Commission”) undertook a review of the Town’s 2002 Comprehensive Plan, and determined it would be advisable to amend such plan; and

WHEREAS, the Planning Commission made comprehensive surveys and studies of existing conditions and trends of growth within the Town, and of the probable future requirements of the Town’s territory and inhabitants, including those contemplated within Virginia Code §15.2-2224; and 

WHEREAS, the Comprehensive Plan 2030 has been made with the purpose of guiding and accomplishing a coordinated, adjusted and harmonious development of the territory within the Town which will, in accordance with present and probable future needs and resources, best promote the health, safety, morals, order, convenience, prosperity and general welfare of the town’s inhabitants; and  

WHEREAS, the Comprehensive Plan 2030 is general in nature, in that it designates the general or approximate location, character, and extent of each feature shown on the plan, and indicates where existing lands or facilities are proposed to be extended, widened, removed, relocated, vacated, narrowed, abandoned, or changed in use, as the case may be, and the plan, with the accompanying maps, plats, charts and descriptive matter, shows the locality’s long-range recommendation for implementation as part of the general development of the territory covered by the plan; and

WHEREAS, as required by the Code of Virginia §15.2-2204, the Planning Commission held a duly advertised public hearing on the Plan on December 9, 2009 and Town Council held a duly advertised public hearing on the Plan on December 14, 2009;, and  

WHEREAS, on January 13, 2010 the Planning Commission approved the Comprehensive Plan 2030 and directed that the Plan be transmitted to Town Council for consideration. 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the Town of South Boston, that the aforesaid Comprehensive Plan 2030, as recommended by the Town Planning Commission is hereby approved and adopted as the official Comprehensive Plan of the Town pursuant to Virginia Code Section §15.2-2226.

*EMERGENCY OPERATIONS PLAN AS REVISED  - ADOPTED

2010 UPDATE TO THE SOUTH BOSTON EMERGENCY OPERATIONS PLAN

WHEREAS, the Town Council of South Boston, Virginia recognizes the need to prepare for, respond to, and recover from natural and manmade disasters; and 
WHEREAS, the Town of South Boston has a responsibility to provide for the safety and well being of its citizens and visitors; and 

WHEREAS, the Town of South Boston has established and appointed a Director and Coordinator of Emergency Management.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Town Council of South Boston, Virginia, this Emergency Operations Plan as revised is officially adopted, and 
IT IS FURTHER RESOLVED AND ORDERED that the Director of Emergency Management, or his designee, are tasked and authorized to maintain and revise as necessary this document over the next four(4) year period or until such time be ordered to come before this board.

Mayor Thackston called the meeting to order.


Fire Chief Phillips and Captain Spangler presented the annual Fire, EMS and Inspection Reports for 2009.  


Mayor Thackston turned the meeting over to Current Issues Committee.  Chairman Bryant called the Committee to order.  
*SPECIAL USE PERMIT APPLICATION – 512 CHALMERS STREET, AUTO AND TRUCK REPAIR BUSINESS 

The Committee reviewed a request from Carroll Thomason to allow the operation of an automobile and truck repair establishment in a B-2 General Business District at 512 Chalmers Street.  Mr. Daniel advised that the Planning Commission held a public hearing on the request on February 10, 2010 and recommended approval with the condition that all fire and building codes are met.  A public hearing has been scheduled for the March 8 Town Council meeting.   No action was taken.

*LANDFILL GAS TO ENERGY PROJECT – GRANT FUNDING APPROVED


Mr. Daniel advised that the Town had received unofficial notice that grant funding had been approved for the Landfill Gas to Energy Project.  The town would be responsible for 25% of the project cost, $131,000.   Mr. Auld estimated Phase I of the Project could be operational within six months.   Mr. Daniel projected that over $400,000 in carbon credits could be realized after the project was completed.    No action was taken.

There being no further action the Current Issues Committee adjourned.

*FINANCE COMMITTEE – MONTHLY REPORT


Chairman Snead called the Finance Committee to order.  Mr. Scott reviewed the monthly financial statement and answered questions.  There being no further business the Finance Committee adjourned.

*BOARD OF ZONING APPEALS – CHEEVER RECOMMENDED FOR REAPPOINTMENT


Mrs. Jones advised that Brian Cheever’s term on the South Boston Board of Zoning Appeals expired on March 1, 2010.  Mr. Cheever had indicated that he would accept reappointment.  On motion of Mr. Speece, seconded by Mrs. Thompson, Council voted unanimously to recommend to the Circuit Court that Mr. Brian Cheever be reappointed to a new five-year term on the BZA to run March 1, 2010 through February 28, 2015.  

*CLOSED MEETING TO DISCUSS APPOINTMENTS 

On motion of Mr. Owens, seconded by Mr. Bryant, Council voted unanimously to go into a closed meeting to discuss proposed candidates for appointment to the Southside Regional Group Home Commission as allowed by the Code of Virginia §2.2-3711(A). On motion of Mr. Owens, seconded by Mr. Bryant, Council voted unanimously to return to open session.  Voting Aye: Bryant, Morris, Owens, Snead, Speece, Thompson.  Nays: none.

On motion of Dr. Morris, seconded by Mr. Snead, Council unanimously certified that to the best of each member’s knowledge (i) only public business matters lawfully exempted from open meeting requirements under the Virginia Freedom of Information Act and (ii) only such public business matters as were identified in the motion by which the closed meeting was convened were heard, discussed or considered in the meeting by the town council.  Voting Aye:  Bryant, Morris, Owens, Snead, Speece, Thompson.    Nays: none.  

*SOUTHSIDE REGIONAL JUVENILE GROUP HOME COMMISSION APPOINTMENT
