On motion of Mr. Owens, seconded by Mr. Bryant, Council approved the minutes of August 9 and 30, 2010 meetings.   
*TOWN CODE AMENDED – CHAPTER 50 ENVIRONMENT-AIR POLLUTION AND OPEN BURNING LAWS   

On motion of Mrs. Thompson, seconded by Dr. Morris, Council voted unanimously to adopt the following resolution amending Sections 50-56, 50-61, and 50-62 of the Town Code.  The amendments will clarify and give enforcement power concerning air pollution and open burning.   

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE CODE OF THE TOWN OF SOUTH BOSTON   Chapter 50 Environment, article iii. Air pollution 

SECTION I:

It is the intent of the South Boston Town Council to amend the Code of the Town of South Boston; Chapter 50 Environment, Article III. Air Pollution.      

SECTION II:

The purpose of the amendment is to clarify the ordinance and give the Police Department the authority to enforce violators.        

SECTION III: 

For purposes of this ordinance any language in this ordinance which is shown with a line preceding through the middle of letters or punctuation marks or blank spaces, otherwise known as a strikeout and appearing similar to this  “Town of South Boston“ shall be considered as having been deleted from the Code by this ordinance. 

SECTION IV:

For purposes of this ordinance any language in this ordinance that is shown in Italics and appearing similar to this “Town of South Boston” shall be considered as having been added to the Code by this ordinance.

SECTION V:  


Sec. 50-56.  Definitions.

The following words, terms and phrases, when used in this article, shall have the meanings ascribed to them in this section, except where the context clearly indicates a different meaning:

Owner has no connotation other than that customarily assigned to the term "person," but shall include bodies politic and corporate, associations, partnerships, personal representatives, trustees and committees, as well as individuals.

The terminology used in this article including, without limitation, the term “open burning” shall have the meaning of those terms as they are used in the most up-to-date version of the International Fire Code, as adopted by the Commonwealth of Virginia, as it may be amended from time to time.  

Sec. 50-61.  Air pollution control officer.

In addition to any other powers vested in him by law, the town manager, or his designated representative, shall act as air pollution control officer for the town. In this capacity he shall:

(1)
Conduct or cause to be conducted studies and investigations relating to air pollution and its prevention, abatement and control;

(2)
Issue such orders as may be necessary to further the purpose of this article and enforce the same by all appropriate administrative and judicial proceedings.  At the request of the air pollution control officer, the Town’s police department shall enforce such order;

Sec. 50-62.  Open burning.

(a)
No owner or other person shall engage in or allow open burning of refuse material of any kind including, without limitation, material such as household rubbish and garbage, leaves, or lawn and garden clippings.
(b)
No owner or other person shall conduct salvage operations by open burning.

(c)
The foregoing prohibitions against open burning are not intended to apply to the following:

(1)
Backyard burning of material such as household rubbish and garbage, leaves, or lawn and garden clippings originating on the premises of an individual householder, but only where service for removal of the refuse is not provided;

(2)
Recognized practices of agriculture for the clearing of land and disposal of scrubby trees, brush, weeds or other plant life;

(1) (3)
Open burning by the order of any public official in the performance of his duties for the prevention of an irregular and nonrecurring hazard which cannot be reasonably abated by other means, or for the instruction of firefighting personnel;

(2) (4)
Open burning for the cooking of food, or recreational purposes such as campfires;

(3) (5)
Open burning for heating by construction or other workers.

SECTION VI:

This Ordinance shall become effective immediately.   

SECTION VII:


If any language, part, or section of this Ordinance is legally declared invalid by a court of competent jurisdiction, then only that language, part, or section of this Ordinance shall be invalid and all other language, parts, and sections shall remain in full force and effect.
*TOWN CODE AMENDED – CHAPTER 2 PROCUREMENT, SMALL PURCHASES 


On motion of Mr. Bryant, seconded by Mrs. Thompson, Council voted unanimously to adopt the following ordinance amending the Town Code to increase the amount of contracts for professional services to $50,000. to mirror the Code of Virginia.

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE CODE OF THE TOWN OF SOUTH BOSTON, VIRGINIA  -  Chapter 2, article vi procurement 

SECTION I:

It is the intent of the South Boston Town Council to amend the Code of the Town of South Boston; Chapter 2. Administration, Article VI. Procurement, Section 2-197 Small Purchases       

SECTION II:

The purpose of the amendment is to increase the amount for single or term contracts for professional services, not requiring competitive negotiation, from $30,000 to $50,000 to parallel the Code of Virginia as amended in 2009.        

SECTION III: 

For purposes of this ordinance any language in this ordinance which is shown with a line preceding through the middle of letters or punctuation marks or blank spaces, otherwise known as a strikeout and appearing similar to this  “Town of South Boston“ shall be considered as having been deleted from the Code by this ordinance. 

SECTION IV:

For purposes of this ordinance any language in this ordinance that is shown in Italics and appearing similar to this “Town of South Boston” shall be considered as having been added to the Code by this ordinance.

SECTION V:  

Sec. 2-197.  Small purchases.

(a)
All purchases of goods and services, for single or term contracts other than professional services, estimated to be less than $50,000.00 in value shall not be subject to the requirements of the competitive bidding or competitive negotiation sections of this article. Purchases under this subsection that are expected to exceed $30,000.00 shall require the written informal solicitation of a minimum of four bidders or offerors. Purchases under this subsection that exceeds $500.00 but are less than $30,000.00 $50,000.00, shall require a minimum of two written proposals.

SECTION VI:

This Ordinance shall become effective immediately.   

SECTION VII:


If any language, part, or section of this Ordinance is legally declared invalid by a court of competent jurisdiction, then only that language, part, or section of this Ordinance shall be invalid and all other language, parts, and sections shall remain in full force and effect.
*2001 – 2004 DELINQUENT PERSON PROPERTY TAXES CHARGED OFF

On motion of Mr. Owens, seconded by Mr. Bryant, Council voted unanimously to charge off all $35,685.26 in 2001 – 2004 unpaid personal property taxes which is no longer collectible.    

*SOUTHSIDE PLANNING DISTRICT COMMISSION – REAPPOINTED MORRIS BRYANT


On motion of Mr. Owens, seconded by Mrs. Thompson, Council voted unanimously to reappoint Councilman Morris Bryant to the Southside Planning District Commission.  Mr. Bryant’s term will run with his term of office and expire 6/30/2012.
